Clipping 

and fitting is a skill that demonstrates the ability of the exhibitor to prepare their animal for show. The 

goal is to highlight the animal’s strong attributes and minimize their flaws. Techniques often take years to 

master; Doug Roxburgh will share some of his tips that he has learned through years of practice and 

preparing cattle for show. 

Doug and Katie both believe that it is their responsibility to give back to the programs such as 4-H that 

have opened so many doors for them and influenced their lives in such a positive way. “It’s a great feeling 

to host these clinics, have the kids attend and then watch them down the road putting the skills they 

learned to use” said Doug Roxburgh.
